Rich Russell attended the International Code Conference Annual Meeting in Baltimore in early November. Here are a 
few of the additions to the 2009 IRC: Egress windows for habitable attics, residential sprinklers remain in the code 
(despite an effort to have the requirement removed), carbon monoxide detectors will be required in dwellings with 
fuel-burning appliances, the method to connect the deck ledger to the band joist is now specified, outdoor HVAC re-
frigerant circuits must be fitted with a locking access cap to prevent unauthorized access to the refrigerant, specific 
dryer exhaust requirements and makeup air for kitchen exhausts greater than 400 cfm.The 2009 IRC should be 
adopted in Dubuque on July 1, 2010. At least one Building Code Board of Appeals meeting will be held to get input.
